Overview

The Parish of Ballina Music Assistance Scholarship is to be awarded to five Emmanuel Anglican College
students who are currently involved in the EAC Band Program or receive instrument tuition through the
College.

Each of the five Scholarships are valued at $900.00 per student.

In addition, recipient students and their families are invited to attend a Church Service at St Mary’s
Anglican Church, Ballina on Sunday 15 February 2026 at 10am to receive the Scholarship Awards.

The aim of the Parish of Ballina Music Assistance Scholarship is to provide financial support to students
at Emmanuel Anglican College who are passionate about music and the band, but whose financial
circumstances present a barrier to the student’s participation in their band and musical opportunities.

Eligibility

Applications are invited from students in the Emmanuel Anglican College Band Program, or who study
music tuition through the College.

Student recipients awarded this Scholarship must be available to attend the St Mary’s Anglican Church
Service on Sunday 15 February 2026 at 10am to accept the award.

Criteria

Each application will be assessed by the EAC Music Scholarship Committee taking into account the
student’s contribution and dedication to the College music program as well as the family’s financial need.
The Committee may accept or reject any application for assistance in his or her absolute discretion.
